5) Board and Contractor Reports 

a. President (Ron) 
Ron gave a brief history of the past year including the progress that has 
been made to re-build our network.  The tower on Fogner mountain was 
finished and has been a stable link to 4-mile reserve.  We can walk to this 
tower to maintain it.  We put all new equipment and batteries on Saloompt 
Mountain.  Even so the solar panels failed to keep the batteries charged 
during and a wind generator was eventually added.  This outage did not 
last as long as outages in previous years and only affected Valley 
members.  This outage was exasperated by the failure of the 5.8 GHz radio 
on the mountain.  James put a temporary link in place and eventually the 
5.8 GHz link was restored.  There have been some sporadic local outages, 
but the majority of the network has operated very well since mid-January. 

b. Financial Report (Lesley) 
Lesley was absent so Ron presented the financial report which shows an 
almost $22000 loss for 2008.  This was due to outage costs and the 
significant amount of equipment that was purchased this year.  Part of the 
apparent loss was offset by a $12000 loan from John Morton for the 
Saloompt equipment.

Mike gave a short report and mentioned the difficulty of getting new and 
old members reconnected to the network as quickly as we would like. 

d. Technical Report (Dial-up and High-speed) (James)
